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Intent and Implementation
Teaching a modern foreign language is a compulsory subject at Key Stage 2 (Year 3 upwards).  However, we start our pupils experiences of Spanish and other languages in Reception by using fun activities and games and through our role play area. We start weekly Spanish lessons from Year 1 to ensure the children gain the necessary skills and enjoyment of new languages and cultures. At WPA, we teach a weekly MFL session of 20 minutes in KS1 and 30 - 45 minute sessions across Years 3-6. Our lessons include engaging activities such as songs, games and chances to respond in speech and writing through regular conversation and exposure. Our lessons ensure our children revise the vocab they have learnt and revision is planned in across the years to enable children to confidently recall the language.

At WPA, our pupils are taught to:
· Listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding
· Engage in conversations, ask and answer questions, express opinions and respond to those of others, and seek clarification and help.
· Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing.
· Broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary. 
· Write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, expressing their ideas clearly.
· Describe people, pleases, things and actions in speech and writing. 
 
We use Lightbulb languages resources to plan and sequence our lessons and ensure that each one builds on previous experiences. 
Each KS2 unit includes a knowledge organiser which helps to support teachers and children to understand the new content and vocabulary (see examples below): 
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Our teaching and learning process:
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The three ‘pillars’ (threads) of a modern foreign language, such as Spanish, are phonics, vocabulary and grammar. Phonics are the sounds in Spanish, such as /v/ pronounced as ‘b’ and /ce/ pronounced like ’the’ in ‘therapy’. Vocabulary are the words, such as numbers from one to 39, and phrases, such as greetings like ‘Buenos días’. Grammar is the structures: the gender of nouns (masculine or feminine), singular and plural forms, adjectives (where they are placed in phrases and sentences and their agreement with nouns based on the gender of the noun) and the conjugation of key verbs (according to the subject in a sentence and based on tense).

These three threads are taught, practised, applied, assessed and revisited through four key components: listening, speaking, reading and writing. Listening involves showing understanding by joining in and responding, and linking the sound, spelling and meaning of vocabulary. Speaking involves asking and answering questions, expressing opinions, asking for clarification and help, speaking in sentences, and verbally describing people, places and things. Reading involves reading and comprehending phrases and simple texts, reading aloud with accurate pronunciation and using a dictionary. Writing involves writing phrases from memory, adapting phrases to create new sentences and, in writing, describing people, places and things. Listening is the input and speaking is the output of it while reading is the input and writing is the output of it.
